I. ABSTRACT

A. This is a second grade unit on Civil Rights.  The goal of this unit is to help the students appreciate the significance a single person can have in changing a society.  Each lesson focuses on a historical figure that had a great influence on The Civil Rights Movement and includes two of the Core Knowledge scientists.  The students will learn about The Civil Rights Movement through reading, writing, hands on activities, and a living timeline.  The unit incorporates activities from art, music, technology, social studies, language arts, and science curriculum and includes instruction techniques for culturally and linguistically diverse students.

Lesson One: Introduction to Civil Rights 
A. Daily Objectives

C. Key Vocabulary

D. Procedures/Activities 

1. Start the lesson by using an activity derived from Jane Elliot’s Blue Eyes/ Brown Eyes Exercise for Teaching Kids About Discrimination.  This will prepare the next generation to either continue or prevent racism in our society, and to stand up against it. 
2. Divide children into two different groups labeling each by a specific attribute, such as color of eyes, striped or solid colored shirt, color of hair, etc.  

3. One group will be superior and receive a treat and the other inferior and will be denied the treat.  Explain to the class how the superior is better and the inferior group is not as good.  Do not tell them the plan or the lesson they will learn; it is best for them to learn it on their own.  (This will be a difficult example for the children; the idea is to help them understand how badly discrimination makes people feel).
4. The inferior group will ask the teacher why they were denied the treat.  The teacher will respond that they did not receive the treat because they are different from the other group.

5. The teacher will sit the children in the floor and discuss how the inferior group felt during the activity. The teacher will then explain how people were segregated during The Civil Rights Movement.  At some point in this experiment (either the same day or the next day), you will need to reverse the roles of the children; the superior group becomes the inferior group and vice versa.  It is important for all children to experience both viewpoints.

6. Tell the students that we are going to be talking about The Civil Rights Movement in America during this unit.

7. Tell the students that many Americans contributed to The Civil Rights Act of 1964 and that they will learn about some of them during this unit.  

8. Project on the overhead the Brain Pop video “Civil Rights.”  (www.brainpop.com/socialstudies/ushistory/civilrights/).  
9. As a whole group complete Brain Pop review quiz and activities. 

10. Explain to the students that after each lesson they will chart the events they learned about during that lesson on a class timeline.  Show them the paper on which they will create their timeline and describe how they will chart the events for each hero.  

E. Assessment/Evaluation 

1. Students will complete, print, and turn in the Brain Pop graded quiz for a grade.

D. Procedures/Activities 

1. Say, “Today we are going to play a game.  All of the boys, and only the boys, are going to vote on whether they would want a turtle or a hamster for a class pet.”  (Or choose whatever topic you would like for the boys’ vote)  Say,  “The boys will write their choice on a piece of paper and place it in the ballot box.”  Have the boys put their ballots into a bucket or box.

2. Have a discussion with the students and ask the girls how they felt about only the boys being allowed to vote.  (Girls may say they felt sad and that it was not fair that the boys were allowed to vote and they were not).
3. Tell the students we are going to talk about voting and a lady that helped change the voting laws.

4. Make sure the students understand what voting is. Ask them to think of some of the times we vote in our country (Vice President, President, senators, mayors, and other local officials).

5. Tell students for most United States citizens, voting is now a part of life for everyone 18 years or older.  

6. Say, “Americans take voting for granted and consider it a right, but about 100 years ago, women were not allowed to vote.  Some women tried to vote, but were arrested and got into a lot of trouble.”
7. One of the women that tried to vote was Susan B. Anthony.  She worked hard at trying to change the laws.  Susan B. Anthony believed that the United States should be a fair and equal place and everyone should have the right or opportunity to vote.

8. Teacher will read and discuss Susan B. Anthony: Fighter for Women’s Rights by Carol Ghiglieri.

9. After the discussion, have all of the students (girls and boys) vote on the class pet (or your chosen topic) and discuss with the girls how it feels to have the freedom to vote.

10. Have students chart events of Susan B. Anthony on the class timeline.

8. Class Timeline
C. Key Vocabulary 

1. Operation – A procedure performed on a living body, usually with medical instruments, for the purpose of restoring health or repairing damage or defect.

2. Surgeon – A physician (doctor) who specializes in surgery.

3. Left atrium - the left upper chamber of the heart.  It receives oxygen-rich blood from the lungs via the pulmonary vein.

4. Left ventricle - the left lower chamber of the heart.  It pumps the blood through the aortic valve into the aorta.

5. Right atrium - the right upper chamber of the heart.  It receives oxygen-poor blood from the body through the inferior vena cava and the superior vena cava.

6. Right ventricle - the right lower chamber of the heart.  It pumps the blood into the pulmonary artery.

7. Aorta - the biggest and longest artery (a blood vessel carrying blood away from the heart) in the body.  It carries oxygen-rich blood from the left ventricle of the heart to the body.

8. Tricuspid valve - the flaps between the right atrium and the right ventricle.  It is composed of three leaf-like parts and prevents the back-flow of blood from the ventricle to the atrium.

9. Pulmonary valve - the flaps between the right ventricle and the pulmonary artery.  When the ventricle contracts, the valve opens, causing blood to rush into the pulmonary artery.  When the ventricle relaxes, the valves close, preventing the back-flow of blood from the pulmonary artery to the right atrium.
10. Mitral valve - the valve between the left atrium and the left ventricle.  It prevents the back-flow of blood from the ventricle to the atrium.
D. Procedures/Activities 

1. View BrainPop movie “Heart” at www.brainpop.com.  Complete review quiz as a group.  The teacher will go through the online quiz, reading the questions and answer choices for the students.  As the teacher reads through the answer choices again, the students will vote for the answer they think is correct by raising their hands when the teacher reads the answer they think is correct.  The teacher will select the answer the majority of the students chose, click on it, and wait for ‘correct’ or ‘try again’ to be revealed on the screen.  The class will continue through all of the questions.  

2. The teacher will review the parts of the heart with students.  (See Key Vocabulary).
3. Read “Daniel Hale Williams” from Core Knowledge Text Resources Grade 2 (pp. 212-214) to the students.
4. Discuss the important medical accomplishments Dr. Williams contributed to society       and how they relate to the heart and circulatory system.

a. He set up teaching hospital, Provident Hospital and Nursing Training School, the first hospital in Chicago to allow African-American doctors and nurses on its staff.
b. He performed the first successful open-heart surgery.
c. He was named Surgeon-in-chief of Freedmen’s Hospital in Washington, D.C. in 1894.
d. He helped start the national Medical Association in 1895.
e. He became first African-American member of the American College of Surgeons in 1913.
f. He worked to make sure that good medical care was available to all patients.
5. Ask the students,  “Why do you think it is important for us to know about Dr. Daniel Hale Williams?”  Give time for students to share their ideas and to ask questions about Dr. Williams.

6. Have students chart events of Daniel Hale Williams on the class timeline.

7. Students will rotate through the following centers:

a. Learn about the heart at the interactive website “Label the heart/Sciencelearn Hub” at the following website:  http://www.sciencelearn.org.nz/contexts/see_through_body/sci_media/animations_and_interactives/label_the_heart.

b. Label the parts of the heart on the worksheet.  (See Materials list). 

c. Read the information on the Daniel Hale Williams coloring sheet and then color the picture.  

d. Play the “Operation” game.

e. On the computer, log on to www.brainpop.com, re-watch the “Heart” movie, print out the “Label It” activity sheet at the end of the movie on the BrainPop site, complete it, and turn it in.

E. Assessment/Evaluation 

1. Students will label the heart diagram worksheet correctly.  

2. Students will be able to identify Daniel Hale Williams as the doctor who performed the first open-heart surgery.

C. Key Vocabulary 

1. Friction – A force that slows down motion between two objects that touch.

2. Lubricant – Something (such as a grease or oil) capable of reducing friction when applied between moving parts.

3. Lubricate – To make slippery.

4. Patent – The legal right to own or sell an invention.

D. Procedures/Activities 

1. Have students sit on the floor in a circle.  Say, “We are going to play a game.  Put your hands together.  Now rub them together quickly, back and forth, as I time you. One, two, three - GO!”  Time them for 5 seconds.  “Okay, stop.  How do your hands feel?”  Their hands will feel ‘hot.’  “What happens when objects get hot when rubbing them together is called ‘friction.’  Now rub this lotion on your hands and rub them together.”  Give each student some lotion. “Now how do your hands feel?”  Now their hands will feel cool and soft.  Tell them that the lotion is a lubricant.  “Today we are going to learn about a man who invented a machine to lubricate parts of engines to prevent the friction from overheating the engine.  This inventor’s name is Elijah McCoy, and his invention is called the automatic lubricator cup.”
2. Read either a) the Elijah McCoy section of the Core Knowledge Text Resources Grade 2 , b) the Elijah McCoy pages from Five Notable Inventors, or c) another text source to the students.

3. Discuss the text with the students.  Say, “Tell me something you learned about Elijah McCoy.”  Allow students to tell you what they remember from the story.  If students do not mention that Elijah McCoy invented the automatic lubricator cup, ask, “Why is Elijah McCoy someone we need to study?  What did he do that helped our society?”  They should learn that he invented the automatic lubricator cup to stop friction in engines and that his invention was so good, it was known as “The Real McCoy.”

4. Play a ‘friction’ game.  

a. Divide students into groups of 4 or 5 at your discretion and seat each group at a workstation.  

b. Distribute one six-inch length of ½ inch PVC pipe, one ½ inch PVC collar or cap, ½ cup of tap water, 1 teaspoon of petroleum jelly, and 1 paper towel to each group. 

c. Encourage students to take turns with the following three activities.

d. Students will take the dry PVC pipe and place one end into the dry PVC collar or cap.  After students have completed the activity, ask, “Was it easy or hard to put the pieces together?”  Students should answer that it was hard.  Ask, “What makes it so hard for the pieces to fit together?”  Students should answer that it is because of ‘friction.’

e. Next, students will take the PVC pipe, dip it into the tap water, and fit it into the PVC collar or cap again.  Ask, “Was there any change in the way they fit together this time?  Was it easier?  Harder?  The same?”  They should answer that it was easier.  “Why was it easier?”  They should answer that the water served as lubrication and reduced the amount of friction between the two pieces.  Say, “Take the paper towel and dry off the inside of the collar (or cap) and the outside of the PVC pipe.”
f. Finally, students will dip a finger in the petroleum jelly, spread it around the outside edge of the PVC pipe, and once again fit the two pieces together.  Ask, “Was there any change in the way they fit together this time?  Was it easier?  Harder?  The same?”  They should answer that it was a lot easier.  “Why was it easier?”  They should answer that the petroleum jelly served as lubrication and reduced the amount of friction between the two pieces.  Say, “Take the paper towel and dry off the inside of the collar (or cap) and the outside of the PVC pipe.  Put away all of the materials (in the designated place), and meet me on the floor (or your meeting place for group time).”
5. Lead a discussion about the activities, friction, and lubrication.  Ask, “Which activity led to the most friction when fit the two pieces together – the dry one, the wet one, or the one coated with petroleum jelly?”  (The dry one).  “Which one had the least friction?”  (The one with petroleum jelly).  “So, if you wanted to fit two objects together, and it was hard to get them together, what is one thing you might do to help reduce the friction?”  (Use lubrication, or petroleum jelly).
6. Have students chart events of Elijah McCoy on the class timeline.
E. Assessment/Evaluation 

1. Teacher will observe students during ‘friction’ game to ensure that they understand the concept of friction.

2. Students will complete the Elijah McCoy assessment (Appendix A) or a teacher-created assessment.  See Appendix K for answer key.

D. Procedures/Activities 

1. Start the lesson with a pre-reading activity: Tell the class, “We are going to learn about a great leader.”  Ask, “Does anyone know what a leader is?”  Give the class time to brainstorm ideas about a leader.  Then ask, “What do you think of when someone says that a person is a leader?”  Give the class time to share answers.

2. Teacher will read the books: A Picture Book of Eleanor Roosevelt and Eleanor Everywhere, the Life of Eleanor Roosevelt.
3. After reading the book, ask the students the following questions, which were adapted from the website http://www.nps.gov/archive/elro/teach-er-vk/lesson-plans/eleanor-everywhere2.htm.
a. “Who was a famous leader in Eleanor’s family?”  (Her uncle was President Theodore Roosevelt – A Picture Book…, p.7) 

b. “While struggling with polio, how did Eleanor help her husband, Franklin, become a leader?”   (She went to meetings, traveled for him, and helped him run for president. - A Picture Book…, pp. 15-18) 
c. “When Franklin became president, what did Eleanor become?”  (The First Lady - A Picture Book…, pp. 17-18) 

d. “After becoming First Lady, how did Eleanor show she was a leader?”  She visited people, spoke on the radio, wrote a newspaper column, traveled all over the country, and used her money to help poor people.
e. “How did Eleanor Roosevelt help Marian Anderson?”  She found another place for her sing, because people would not let her sing because she was African American. 

f. “What did Eleanor do after World War II started?”  She traveled all over the world to visit American soldiers, brought home messages to their families, and helped people be less scared. 

g. “When Franklin died, what did Eleanor do?”  She went to work at the United Nations and helped world leaders work for peace.
4. Teacher will tell students they are going to write a newspaper article about Eleanor Roosevelt.  

5. Separate the students into groups of four or five and have the students read Eleanor Roosevelt: First Lady of the World. 

6. Teacher will give each student a handout and tell the students they are going to write a newspaper article about the great things Eleanor Roosevelt did for her country. 

7. Students will start with the five W’s handout (Appendix B).  The students can choose a topic out of the book to fill out the five W’s handout.  They will use the five W’s to write their newspaper article. 

8. Give each student the step-by-step instructions about how to write a newspaper article (Appendix C). 

9. Students will complete their articles and read them to the class. 

10. Have students chart events of Eleanor Roosevelt on the class timeline.
E. Assessment/Evaluation
1. Teacher will assess the students’ newspaper articles according to the guidelines set forth on the rubric (Appendix D).

1. To introduce Mary McLeod Bethune to students, read the book Mary McLeod Bethune by Susan Evento, her story in 50 American Heroes Every Kid Should Meet, or another Mary McLeod Bethune book.

2. Discuss the difficulties Mrs. Bethune encountered as a child.  Ask students, “How was her life different than yours?”  “How was her life similar to yours?”  Allow students ample time to share their ideas.  Then ask, “How is our school different from the one Mrs. Bethune started?”  “How is it similar?”  Students need to understand that she did not have the free opportunities they have to receive an education.  Further, they need to realize that during Mrs. Bethune’s youth, some people were not allowed to get an education at all.

3. If time allows, visit the two interactive Internet websites listed above.  The www.floridamemory.com/OnlineClassroom/MaryBethune site has buttons for history, documents, photos, and even lesson plans.  A slide show of Mary McLeod Bethune’s life may be found at www.afrokids.com/bl-jr-mary.htm.  

4. Explain to students that they will learn what furniture and supplies were available to children in Mrs. Bethune’s first school by engaging in a dramatic play activity.  Divide the children into groups of seven (six to represent the students and one to represent the teacher present in Mrs. Bethune’s first school).  Allow children to use the boxes, money, and books to pretend they are students in Mrs. Bethune’s classroom as they re-enact her story.

5. Have students chart events of Mary McLeod Bethune on the class timeline.

4. Teacher will read: Tomas and the Library Lady by Pat Mora.  Introduce the book by telling students,  “We are going to read a book that tells the true story about a Mexican/American  migrant farmer and his family.  The family travel from farm to farm to work.  This family was probably impacted by the work of Cesar Chavez, who was also a Mexican/American migrant farmer.  Throughout the book we will find several words Spanish words, so we will review a few of those words before we start reading the book.”  Review the following Spanish words and their English translations with students.
a. Buenas noches- Good morning

c. Number words:  Uno- One, Dos- Two, Tres- Three, Cuatro- Four

5. As you read the story, point out the Spanish words to the students. 
6. Lead students in a discussion that helps them know that we often need to refuse to follow the crowd because of what we believe.  Ask students to consider what they might be willing to give up in order to help people live better lives. 
7. Have students engage in the web site www.enchantedlearning.com (membership required).  The web site includes various educational information and worksheets.  A Cesar Chavez biography, cloze activity, glossary, and timeline are accessible without membership.  Read the biography together as a class, discuss the vocabulary words in the glossary, give directions for the cloze activity, and discuss the timeline with the students.  
8. Have students chart events of Cesar Chavez on the class timeline.
F. Assessment/Evaluation 
1. Students will complete the Enchanted Learning cloze activity independently.

I helped migrant workers form a union
called the National Farm Workers Association. [t took a lot of hard work, and we had
to strike against the farmers from 1965-1970, but we were finally able to convince
them to improve our working conditions.
