ABSTRACT


This unit gives an 8 lesson tour of the contiguous United States, Hawaii and Alaska. Students learn to compare the world around them with that of Hawaii and Alaska. The lesson helps students get into thoughtful discussion of the people that live in Hawaii and Alaska using beautiful books, play acting and a fun movie like Disney’s Lilo and Stitch.  The students will learn how Alaska and Hawaii are connected to the United States of America. The last lesson helps students understand what an island is really like by sculpting their own version of the Hawaii Island.

D.

Procedures/Activities 

1.

Introduce a map of the contiguous United States.  
a.
 
Ask:   “Do you live in the United States of America?” (Yes). 
b.

 Say:   “The United States of America is where we live.”  

c.
Ask:   “Is there another way we can say “The United States of America?” (or a nickname)  (answers—U.S.A., United States, America)
d.

Say:   “Our country is known as the United States 
of America, or USA or America

2.

Show the students an American Flag. 

a.

Ask:   “How many stars are on the United States flag?”  (50)

b.

Say:   “Let’s count the stars on the American flag.”

c.

Say:   “Let’s double check and count all the stars on the American Flag.” (students will count the stars on the flag)

d.

Ask:  “What do the 50 stars on the American flag represent?” (The 50 states)
3.

Show the interactive bulletin board of the United States of America and show students the contiguous United States.

a.

Say:  “This is a map of the contiguous United States.  The reason this map of the United States is called the contiguous United States is because all of the states share a boundary or touch each other.”  
b.

Ask:   “Let’s count how many states there are in the contiguous United States.”  (48 states)

c.

Say:  “Our classroom could be contiguous, (instruct the class to all stand together holding hands, in a line or circle)  “As a class, if we all stand together and  hold hands we become contiguous since we are all joined together.”

d.

Ask:   “Where are the missing states? (responses may vary)

e.

Say:   “The missing states are Alaska and Hawaii. Alaska and Hawaii are part of the United States even though they are not contiguous, or connected. 
f.

Say:   Let’s do our example of contiguous again. (have the class join hands again)
g.
 
Say:   “Now let’s have (student) and (student) move to this side of the classroom.” “Just because (student) and (student) are no longer holding our hand’s does not mean that they are not part of the classroom. They are still part of the class.  This is the same for Alaska and Hawaii.  They may not be touching the other states, but they are part of the United States of America.   Alaska is located northwest of New Mexico and is attached to Canada.  Hawaii is located in the Pacific Ocean and it is made up of 8 islands. (point to the interactive bulletin board and show the students where Alaska and Hawaii are located)  
h.
 
Say:   We will take a closer look at Alaska and Hawaii throughout this unit.  

4.

The students will outline the contiguous United States with a black crayon and color the map.  (The United States color sheet-Kindergarten Core Knowledge Instructional Master 11.)

5.

Write correct responses to questions 1.a, 2.a under the K column of the KWL chart

D.

Procedures/Activities

Use the interactive bulletin board of the United States of America and have students point to the map of the United States.

a.

Say:   “The country we live in is the United States of America?”  “The United States is made up of several states.”

b.

Say:   “A state is made up of towns, cities, and counties.”  

c.

Say:   “What state do we live in?”  (Your home state)

d.

Say:   “(Students name) can you go to our interactive bulletin board and point to our state?”  The student will use the map and point to their state.
e.

Ask:   “What town/city do we live in?”(Your town)

f.

Say:   “A town is a place having houses and other buildings that is smaller and has fewer people than a city. A city is a place having houses and other buildings that is larger and has more people than a town.  Do we live in a town or city? (answer will vary according to where you live)
g.

Ask:   “Who can show me where our town is located on this map?”  (optional—you will have to point to the area for the students if you live in a place that is not on the United States map)

h.

Ask:  “What is the land like where we live?  Is it flat, hilly, mountainous?”
i.

Ask:  “Is our town/city near an ocean? Lake? River?”
j.

Ask:  “What is the weather like in our town/city?  “Is it cold most of the time or hot most of the time?”
k.

Say to the students:  The purpose of our interactive bulletin board (point or show the students the bulletin board) is to show the class where different places are located in the United States.   I am going to mark our hometown with this red pin so we can see how far or how close other towns, cities, or states are from us.
l.

Ask:   “Have you ever traveled to another state? (Answers will vary.   The teacher will point to the different states a student has visited.   The teacher will tie a string of yarn to the pin to measure how far away the student traveled)

m.

Say:  “Today we will mark on a map of our state where we live.”

Say:   “Today we are going to learn about Alaska”  “Let’s look at our map and see if we can find Alaska.” (point to map) “Let’s take our string and see how far away Alaska is from where we live. “Is Alaska close to where we live or far away?” (answer will vary)

b.

Say:   “Today I will read a book. “Let’s take a walk through the book and see if we can predict what the book is about.”(Show the students the cover of the book and each page of the book and let them decide what the book is about before reading it.)(Optional:  place the book on the ELMO so that you can project it on a screen).  Ask:  “What do you think the book will be about?” (answers will vary)
c.

Key Vocabulary

Aurora Borealis is a stream of colored light—shades of  green, blue, white purple—that shimmer in the dark night sky of the earth’s polar regions.  Also called the Northern Lights.

A caribou is a large deer of northern North America related to the reindeer.

D.

Procedures/Activities 

1.

Use the interactive bulletin board of the United States of America and have students point to the map of the United States.

a.

Say:   “Today I will read a book. “Let’s take a walk through the book and see if we can predict what the book is about.”(Show the students the cover of the book and each page of the book and let them decide what the book is about before reading it.)(Optional:  place the book on the ELMO so that you can project it on a screen).  Ask the students:  “What do you think the book will be about?” (answers will vary)
b.
 
Say:   “This book is about an awesome light show that happens in Alaska in the wintertime”. “This is called the Aurora Borealis.” ‘ The Aurora Borealis is a stream of colored light—shades of  green, blue, white purple—that shimmer in the dark night sky of the earth’s polar regions.” “It is also called the Northern Lights.”  “The name of the book is AURORA—A Tale of the Northern Lights written by Mindy Dwyer”

c.

Read the book to the students.  Stop while reading and see if the class can predict what happens.  Continue reading until finished.

d.

Say:  “Today we will do an art project and we will our own Aurora Borealis (see appendix)”
E.

Assessment/Evaluation 

1.

The teacher will use art rubric (see appendix) to assess students work

The book has many Hawaiian words I suggest you download pictures from Google.com to represent each and every one of them. I checked Google and found pictures that represented vocabulary.  

7.

Teacher makes the lesson more personal to the class by choosing Tier two vocabulary to preteach from the book. Thus avoiding reteaching already learned vocabulary. 

8.

I suggest you represent the vocabulary with pictures to help visual learners.

D.

Procedures/Activities 

1.

Inform the student you will be learning about Hawaii. 

2.

Using the KWL chart note students’ responses on what they KNOW about Hawaii, what they WANT to know about Hawaii. Display poster to go back as lesson progresses. 

3.

To build background knowledge ask students if they remember the story The Three Little Pigs. Give students a chance to respond.
4.

Tell students 
a.

“We will read a Hawaiian version of the three little pigs.” 
b.

“Before we began our book let’s talk about some of the vocabulary we will hear in the story.”

a.

Say—“This is the word adventure. What is this word? (pointing at the word) Adventure is an exciting experience.  You may have an adventure when you go to a new place you have never been. The Dora the Explorer has many adventures on her show. Have you being on an adventure?   (Allow 1 or 2 to respond)

b.

Do the same activity with the other vocabulary words. If you would like other models to teach vocabulary download Instructional Routine for Teaching Critical, Unknown Vocabulary Words Card V http://www.nmreadingfirst.org/documents/resources/RFSI2007/B%20-%20Vocabulary%20Steps.pdf
c.

Use pictures to represent the vocabulary for example use a student walking to represent adventure.

5.

Have your pictures that represent Hawaiian words ready so you may show them as a way of fast mapping.

a.

b.

As you read the book for Example-(pg 6) “They had gone only a short distance when they met a man with a load of pili grass….”show the picture of pili grass you downloaded from the internet.

6.

When you finish the story talk about the story. Ask “what is your favorite part of the story” 

7.

Have students draw their favorite parts.

E.

Assessment/Evaluation 

1.

Check the KWL chart to see if they can answer some of the questions they have under “what do we want to learn about Hawaii?” 

2.

Also check if they were correct on what they knew about Hawaii. 

3.

You may ask if there are other things they want to learn about Hawaii that they did not think about before. (save the KWL chart for future lessons)

Point to the first word say-”This is island.” “What is this word?” Repeat. 


Give the Definition of the word say-“Island is land surrounded by water.” “What is an island?” Show a picture or actual model of the word -"This is a picture of an island." ‘Do you see that the island is surrounded by water?”
c.

3.

Say—"A good example of an island is the state of Hawaii." Hawaii is located on the Pacific Ocean. 
4.

Demonstrate how to find Hawaii on the classroom world map. 

a.

Say—"First we need to find North American because that is where we live." 
b.

(Have students help. teacher point to middle of the map with your finger), "Which way should I go?" To the east? (With your other hand point to the direction you are asking for) To the west? To the south? To the north? (when you find North America) Now we have to find the Pacific Ocean. "Is the Pacific Ocean to the east or west of North America?" After you find the Pacific Ocean point to Hawaii. Say—Here is Hawaii
5.

Pass out North America maps saved from previous lessons to all students.

6.

Have students point to Hawaii on their maps.

7.

Have student color the state of Hawaii.

8.

Discuss where Hawaii compare with student’s home town is.

a.

Say-"We live in (city) __________, (state) _________. "How can we get to Hawaii? Allow time for volunteers to suggestions on ways to get to Hawaii. Have students use the classroom world map for this.  Say—that sounds like a good idea; does anyone have a different way? Continue this activity for as many volunteers you want to allow. 
b.
      If students give an impossible mode of transportation, talk about it. (Ex. “I can drive my dad’s monster truck all the way to Hawaii.” You would say--"That would be fun but what would happen when you get to Pacific Ocean?" Can a real monster truck drive in very deep water?).
9.

Ask how many islands does the state of Hawaii have?

a.

Say-"Here is a map of the state of Hawaii." Let’s count the how many islands there are. (7)

10.

Say- "Many people live on the Islands."  They are called Hawaiian people. Hawaii is a beautiful place. Here are picture of what Hawaii looks like.  Show the slideshow of pictures and discuss the weather, clothing people would wear in Hawaii. 

11.

Discuss the type of food they might eat Say—"You know, Hawaii is an island." What food do you think they would eat a lot of? You may point out that pineapples and mangos grow there
12.

Say— Hawaiians have many traditions. The most popular concept in Hawaiian culture is a lei.  A lei is a wreath of flowers draped around the neck presented upon arriving or leaving as a symbol of affection. This concept was popularized through tourism between the Hawaiian Islands and the continental United States in the 19th and 20th centuries.

13.

Discuss tourist. Say—"Because Hawaii is such a beautiful place, people love to vacation there." These people are called tourist.  Go back to the picture slide show have student look for tourist. 
14.

Pass out a lei for each student

15.

Give samples of pineapple or dessert
